GENERAL INFORMATION 

Arriving at RYCV 
Your marina berth will be allocated by RYCV.  It is mandatory to complete a berthing request form as 

soon as possible.

Berthing is included in the cost of the regatta for the following nights – Thursday 8th – Sunday 11th 

January 2026 inclusive. Additional nights may be made available by arrangement at a fee. Please ensure 

you indicate the total duration of stay on the berthing form. 

 

The RYCV Waterfront Manager will contact you before arrival to provide directions to your allocated 

berth.  You will need to provide your own mooring lines and fenders. There will be limited shore power 

and water available depending on the berth allocated. 

Support Boats. 
If you plan to bring a support boat and sleep on board during the Championship, please check with 

RYCV in early January regarding availability. Please have the vessel name, draft, length and date you 

plan to arrive, and a copy of your vessel’s insurance handy. Please complete a berthing request form as 

soon as possible. 

Marina and Club access. 
Competitors have access to Club facilities during opening hours.  

Toilets and showers are available after hours at the facilities located in the vicinity of the Eastern Crane. 

Transport/Car parking. 
All day free car parking is available in side streets, particularly Ann St on the east end by Seaworks.  

The nearest train station is Williamstown Station which is 10 minutes’ walk away.
