You must have a current insurance certificate for your boat,
including cover not less than AUD $10,000,000 for any accident
Names and AS number for helm and crew

Age bracket for helms

Measurement certificate for boat

For daily safety checks you will need:

Suitable life jackets properly fitted and adjusted

At least 1 bailer compliant with class rules tied in the boat
The centreboard must have a lanyard tied in or clipped into
boat

Paddle secured to boat

Tow rope

Bulk head covers installed correctly.
